As a lecturer teaching legal research and writing and appellate advocacy, my duties involve a very intense
regimen of grading fairly lengthy papers every other week, in addition to teaching and meefing with studenis
to review their writing assignments. Thus, the requested FEO would greatly assist in the completion of the
goals outlined in this application. To that end, the FEQ plan would be to provide salary and benefits for a
period of one semester, and activities will include research of educational theories, materials, and exercises
for the legal writing text. Additional activities will include interviewing judges and senior law clerks to
determine the legal writing skills that they deem most important for their junior law clerks {0 possess. Finally,
activities will include revising and updating the text, and writing the manual and judicial guide.

The text is primarily directed toward teaching tegal writing and appellate advocacy skilis to law students. The
text is the first, and to date only, legal research and writing and appellate advocacy textbook published by a
member of my department, Legal Research and Writing and Appellate Advocacy, at the University of Florida
Levin College of Law. The publisher has encouraged us to write an updated, second edition.

This text has been adopted for use for two courses by the majority of my colleagues in the department as
well as being adopted by af least thirty-five cther colleges and law schocls nationwide. At these other law
schools, it is used for both first year and upper-division writing courses for law students. The text has also
been used internationally by law schools, and by lawyers nationwide, My co-author and | have received very
favorable feedback on the bock from studenis and former students. Indeed, some former students tell us
that they have continued to refer fo and rely upon the text in their practice of faw, and recommend it {o fellow
tawyers,

In addition to updating the text, we will develop and publish a teacher's manual fo accompany the second
edition of the fext. When inifially published in 2001, the text did not include an accompanying manual, and
during the years subsequent to publication, texts for legal writing have tended to now include such manuals.

This manual will serve as a guide for new legal wrifing teachers, as well as containing ideas and suggestions
which the experienced teacher wili find helpful. The manual will include basic information for legal writing
teachers, as well as information on creafing a syllabus and sample syllabi for various kinds of legal writing
courses and course sequences. The manual will also include notes and information to accompany each

chapfer of the Legal Writing by Design text.
